We are pleased to announce that there will be no increases in 
our OBRA license fees in 2010!

More Cowbell
2009 has been a blockbuster year. Records were broken 
and there were plenty of new faces. The Alpenrose Cross 
Crusade saw 1,438 racers- the largest single cross race in 
the world, ever. The growth was not only seen in Portland, 
but Southern Oregon, Bend, Eugene and Salem. The 
Klamath Falls Cyclocross Series saw an increase of 50% 
over last year!

Our women’s fields have also broken attendance records.  
In fact, they have been so large they have exceeded the 
entire attendance of all fields of many races across the 
nation.  One race saw 92 beginner women.
