From Portland (via I-5): Head south on I-5 towards Corvallis. Take exit 228 for OR-34 West. Follow OR-34
West for 16.3 miles through Corvallis to Philomath. Left on 13" street in Philomath, the Rodeo will be on
your right.

From Eugene (via I-5): Head north on I-5 towards Corvallis. Take exit 228 for OR-34 West. Follow OR-34
West for 16.3 miles through Corvallis to Philomath. Left on 13" street in Philomath, the Rodeo will be on
your right.

PARCOURS:

The course is a challenging 27.5 mile point-to-point route with nearly 5000’ feet of elevation gain, starting in
Philomath, OR and entering the Siuslaw National Forest to finish at the Marys Peak summit observation
parking area. The course takes on the local’s favorite Decker Road climb (Category 4) and then proceeds to
the Marys Peak road (Hors Category) climb. Riders should be prepared to ride back to the start (proceeding
on OR-34 to Philomath for shortest return).
